Exercise 1: PowerPoint

1. Prepare a template with an animated watermark for producing presentation slides. 

a) Insert the image “school_badge.png” to create a watermark in the master slide.
b) Move the clipart to the upper left corner of the slide.

c) Set the size of the clipart to be exactly 50% of the original size.

d) Apply a short animation effect to the image.

e) Save the template as “question1.pot”

2. Modify the file “question2.ppt” according to the following instructions:

a) Change the 3D pie chart to be a 2D one.

b) Change the text in the slide into bullet, and apply one kind of animation on them.

c) On slide 2, draw an equilateral triangle with each side equals to 3 cm.  The position of the triangle is not important.

d) Apply the template “sample.pot” to all slides.
3. The file “question3.ppt” contains clip arts in a slide.  Modify the slide according to the following instructions.

a) Flip the plane horizontally, and make it move into the slide from right.
b) Arrange the order of the plane and the arrow, put the plane over the arrow.
c) Add a call-out with text “Wow!”.
4. Create a presentation with 3 slides.  In the presentation, you should in include transition effect, animation effect, and gradient background colors.  Each slide will advance forward automatically every three seconds, and the whole slide show will repeat itself after a three second pause.  The topic of the slideshow is “Introducing Myself”; however, the content need not be real.  Type your name, class and class number in the footer.  Save your presentation as “question4.ppt”.
