The school
covers an area of 5,300 square meters and the
school building was officially opened in
September 1980.

The opening ceremony of our school was held
on 30th January 1981. His Excellency in
Governor, Sir Murray MaclLehose, was invited
to be the Guest of Honour to make the opening
of our school.

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Student Support

Our school offers appropriate support services and a variety of activities to help students develop holistically and grow healthily.

Teachers utilize suitable materials, adapt the pace of instruction, and implement both enhancement courses and support measures to
address students' diverse learning needs, ensuring that they can fully engage in campus life.
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The Discipline Team has adopted different plans and approaches to help students develop self-discipline and a sense of responsibility. In
addition, the team also organizes training programs and workshops to cultivate their leadership and organizational skills and to develop
their leadership potential.

Understanding the diverse needs and challenges faced by students, the Counselling Team organized a variety of student-oriented
activities to help them recognize, accept, and appreciate themselves, thereby fostering their physical and mental well-being.

The Scout Association of Hong Kong - The Friends of Scouting provides professional on-campus social worker services to assist students
in need to develop their potential. An educational psychologist regularly visits the school to help students address difficulties in learning
and personal growth.

Regarding academic and career counselling, our school's Career and Life Planning Team, along with various internal groups, actively
promotes "Career Planning" education. This is tailored to the developmental needs, interests, abilities, and personal orientations of
students at different stages of growth. We provide appropriate career planning education and vocational counselling to broaden students'
horizons, helping them understand further education and job prospects, and preparing them for future career development. Additionally, a
CLP Resource Centre has been established to provide students with the latest information on further education and career opportunities.

The Gifted Education Team actively nurtures students by organizing elite training programmes such as Mathematics Training Programme
and Chinese and English Writing Training Classes. The Team also recommends talented students to participate in extensive training
courses or competitions so that they can fully realize their potentials.
